Network security is the first step in end-to-end BPI security.According to the 2002
FBI/CSI survey, nearly 40% of enterprises reported system penetration from outside
their organizational boundary.VeriSign MSS improves both uptime and effectiveness,
by allowing enterprises to offload security infrastructure management to a team of
experts whose core business is security.The suite of services (firewalls,VPNs, intrusion
detection systems, authentication), which can be utilized individually or as a set,
includes assessment, monitoring, management, incident response, and reporting.
Working from VeriSign’s globally linked network operation centers, security teams 
use sophisticated tools to monitor, correlate, and analyze data across multiple levels of
the organization in order to rapidly identify and prevent attacks. Enterprises maintain
full control of security policies and decisions and can access network data 24x7 via 
a Web-based customer portal.
